You should not miss the soft, fluffy yet
moderately moist Chiffon Cake Slice with
Valrhona Hazelnut Cream, and also the Salted
Oreo Cake Roll which provides a multi-layered
texture with its Oreo fillings. The coffee served
here, all thoughtfully crafted, is brewed from
coffee beans roasted within a month to ensure a
fresh and mellow taste. For those who are not a
fan of black coffee, the coconut milk latte which
is sweeter and smoother is a great choice to
please the palate.
